








and how they remembered their friend, and then allow students to make a class “Memory Lane.”
The Memory Lane can include memories from students that have experienced the death of
someone close to them or the death of a pet.

We know that it can be helpful for classmates that have experienced a loss to also have support
from their peers. For those students that have not experienced a death, they can have the option
to write down messages of support or hope to their classmates. It may be helpful to have a discus-
sion on what you can say or do to support a peer that is grieving. Some examples of supportive
messages could include “l am here for you,” “I am sad about your loss,” “| am thinking of you,” etc.
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When students are finished making their construction paper blocks, allow time for sharing and

discussion.
